About the University

The Graduate University for Advanced Studies, SOKENDAI was established in
October 1988 based on a unique concept throughout the world, namely to foster first
class researchers through doctoral course education programs by taking full advantage
of the rich research environment and talent available at its affiliate inter-University
Research Institutes (or IURIs). These IURIs are research institutes in different fields
that universities nationwide use jointly. Each TURI functions as the core for a
particular field of research, plays its part in leading research communities, and pursues
international joint research.

The Genetics Program is based on one of the IURIs, the National Institute of
Genetics (NIG). NIG offers education and research opportunities in a variety of
cutting-edge disciplines with the goal of investigating biological phenomena on the
basis of genetic information. Study and research fields include molecular, cellular,
developmental, behavioral, population, and evolutionary genetics, as well as genome
biology and bioinformatics. Students can take advantage of a wide range of databases
and genetic resources hosted by NIG.

To nurture independent researchers, the Genetics Program adopts an educational
philosophy that the academic guidance of each individual student is carried out by the
entire faculty. For example, graduate students meet with their thesis committee twice a
year to receive advice from faculty members outside their host labs. Other features of
the Program include the Scientific Presentation/Writing Program and ample
financial assistance opportunities such as our research assistant program.

SOKENDALI has implemented the transition to a new system (Graduate Institute for
Advanced Studies, 20-program system) in April 2023, in order to foster the next
generation of researchers who can work flexibly across disciplines to address complex
and interdisciplinary issues.

Japanese Language Learning

Japanese language lessons are provided for international students of the Genetics
Program. Lessons are held in a small class and our instructor designs and offers
lessons which fit individual levels.

Assistance and Services

The tutor system is provided for new international students. Support team (faculty and
administrative officers) also supports international students not only in research and
study but also in daily activities.

Scholarships
Students, who have financial difficulties and an outstanding academic record, may be
exempted from their registration and tuition fees.

About the University

Nihon University was previously the Nihon Law School, which was established in
1889 (Meiji 22). With 16 departments with 86 courses and a junior college with 4
courses in all fields of study, it is a university which possesses a correspondence
education department, etc.

It has also established 19 post-graduate courses (graduate school), which expand on

the fields of study of the 16 departments, and 2 professional graduate schools.

Forecasting the earnest arrival of globalization, the International Relations Department
was established in 1979 as Japan's first International Relations Department.

The International Relations Department develops education in 2 courses (the
International Comprehensive Policies Course and the International Education Course):
the International Comprehensive Policies Course, where students learn practical
knowledge they can use to be active on the world stage, and the International
Education Course, where students acquire high-level understanding of foreign cultures
and practical foreign language skills.

About the National Institute of Technology (KOSEN)

KOSEN is higher educational institutions created for the purpose of furthering the

development of our country's industry, and enhancing scientific and technical education.

KOSEN has its object of providing the students with deep knowledge of their special-
ized field and practical skills required for their job after graduation. KOSEN has a
five-year curriculum to achieve its mission: to train capable engineers with a broad
vision and specialist engineering knowledge and skills. Students enter KOSEN after
their graduation from middle school.

KOSEN places emphasis on teaching practical skills that are directly related to the
students' future jobs and on educating the students to have the ability to put theories into
practice. Personal interacts between students and teaching staff are also emphasized.
Advanced Engineering Course, in accordance with the educational tradition of KOSEN,
is aimed at fostering engineers having a well-rounded character with a broad perspective
and in-depth creative knowledge through research project.

About the University

Shizuoka Eiwa Gakuin University and Shizuoka Eiwa Gakuin Junior College began
as Shizuoka Women’s School which was founded in 1887 by Canadian Methodist
missionaries. As such Eiwa has a long tradition in education based on Christian
values. In 1966, the Junior college was first opened and then, in 2002, the university
was established. Both the junior college and the university are co-educational, and
both of them are situated on the same campus.

The Department of Humanities and Social Science (Number of students to be
admitted: 130 students, 10 students to be admitted as a junior) and the Department of
Community and Social Welfare (80 students) . There are the two departments
in the university.

In the former, Humanities & Social Science students can choose courses in psychology,
finance, management, tourism and community design, English literature, and Japanese
literature. In the Community and Social Welfare Department, the main purpose is
to gain national qualification in social work, child care and early childhood education.
The junior college is made up of the Department of Contemporary Communication
(Number of students to be admitted: 100 students) and the Department of Food
Science and Nutrition (80 students). In the former, Business management, Food Business,
Tourism * bridal, Fashion and Beauty,Medical coding are taught in any combination,
along with basic liberal arts. National certification as a nutritionist and other qualifications
can be received upon graduation from the Department of Food Science and Nutrition.

Living Environment

There is no student dormitory, but information about apartments is available at the
Student Affairs Office of the university.

Japanese Language Learning

At the university, subjects such as Japanese Expressions, Japanese Recitation,
Japanese Reading, and Japanese Writing Structure are offered to international
students. All students can study such aspects of the Japanese language as useful
expressions, allocution, comprehension and syntax. These will help students master
the basis of the Japanese language as well as improve their command of the language.
In the junior college, only international students can enroll in Japanese 1, Japanese 2
and Japanese Culture.

Assistance and Services

The “Foreign Student Center” has been established since 2012. The center staff and
academic staff provide students with consultations on their academic and living
matters. Every semester all students are supposed to join a seminar group under the
supervision of a professor who will act as an advisor. Japanese student volunteers are
available to help foreign students with the Japanese language of their reports and
essays. Free lessons for Japanese Language Proficiency Test are offered as well.

About the University

Shizuoka University has two main campuses. One is located in Shizuoka City (Human-
ities and Social Sciences, Education, Science, Agriculture, and Global Interdisciplinary
Science and Innovation), and the other in Hamamatsu City (Informatics and Engineer-
ing). On both campuses there are undergraduate and master’s courses. For Doctoral
courses, Graduate School of Science and Technology (Shizuoka and Hamamatsu) and
Graduate School of Medical Photonics (Hamamatsu) offer Ph.D. program.

Established in 1949 as a new-system national university after WWII, Shizuoka
University, inheriting free ideology from the predecessor schools, has its
philosophy of “freedom and enlightenment” and “creation of the future”. We aim at
promoting excellent education and creative research activities, and develop along
with the local society. New program called Asia Bridge Program (ABP) targeting
international students from India, Indonesia, Thailand, and Vietnam was kicked off in
2015. We welcome forward-looking and highly motivated students from all over the
world.

These dormitories are mainly
for Japanese students, but international students will be permitted to move in when
vacancy arises.

Housing options are also available at private apartments around campus.

Japanese Language Learning

Shizuoka University Organization for International Collaboration provides
several Japanese Language courses. Students can not enter Shizuoka University
only to study in these courses. Foreign researches and spouses of international
students and researchers will be received in these courses exceptionally
if the capacity permits.

“Nihongo Kenshu Course” is an intensive Japanese Language course of 22.5 hours
a week conducted in Shizuoka campus, for beginners. There are several other
courses corresponding to Japanese proficiency of each student in both campuses.

Assistance and Services

Shizuoka University Organization for International Collaboration organizes a
volunteers group to support international students. The Tutor System is to nominate
a Japanese tutor for the 1st and 2nd year undergraduate students and 1st year graduate
students to give the extracurricular guidance or advice on Japanese language and
problems of academic life under the supervision of academic adviser.

Moreover there are counseling services for international students by specialized
counselor.

Scholarshios

Major scholarships for international students are Japanese Government scholarship
and Monbukagakusho Honors Scholarship for Privately Financed International
Students.

In addition to them, many other scholarship programs are conducted by various
organization.

About the University

Hamamatsu University School of Medicine was established in 1974, as the only

national medical university within the prefecture. The university has a faculty of
medicine and a faculty of nursing, aiming to foster excellent physicians and nursing
specialties as well as medical researchers and nursing researchers who have
advanced knowledge, skills, and a rich sense of humanity and medical morals. We
have an ever-growing number of alumni.

Saat
saya berumur 9 tahun, saya berkesempatan mengunjungi Jepang untuk liburan, dan pada saat itu
saya mulai mengenal Jepang dan lingkungannya. Saya yang masih berumur 9 tahun pada saat itu
sangat terkagum dengan transportasi yang Jepang miliki, yaitu Shinkansen. Selain itu, saya masih
mengingat kebaikan orang Jepang yang mau membantu kami di malam hari pada saat kami tersesat
mencari tempat hotel yang sudah kami reservasi.
